We certainly had another productive fall
season here at the FSRS. The fall weather
certainly didn’t help us with our fall sampling
projects, but with the excellent help of the
fishermen mvolved and our amazing science
team, we successfully completed them.

We had the opportunity to attend the LLFA 33,
34 and 35 advisory meetings in September and
October. As always, we were well mformed
about what 1s happening across the lobster
mdustry in the Southwest Nova Scotia/ Bay of
Fundy region. The Maritimes Regional Lobster
Adwvisory Committee meeting i October was
also well attended. Topics included a lobster
fishery economic update, DFO Science update,
FSRS update, Lobster Council of Canada
update as well as updates on other issues
relevant to the region.

The November update on Lobster Moult and
Quality project was released mid-November
and can be found on the FSRS website as well
as the ALMQ website (www.lobstermoult.ca).
If you are interested in learning more about this
project or about how you can become more
mvolved, please contact us.

Our Lobster Recruitment Index project 1s 1n its
15" year and our fishermen in LFAs 33-35 were
met m their communities (September-
November) to receive updates from the
previous season as well as their science
collection gear for the special traps they fish to
contribute to this project. The data from this

project 1s used by DFO (n a confidential
manner) to aid i their stock assessments.
Updates from this project can be found on the
FSRS website or by contacing me at
Shannon.tibbetts@fsrs.ns.ca.  We thank our
fishermen who continue to collect valuable
lobster science for us with the Lobster
Recruitment project.

Thel8" annual 4VsW  Sentinel Monitoring
Program was completed in September by one
long line vessels contracted by the FSRS. This
groundfish survey 1s executed fully by the
fishermen. The captain was Randy Boutilier
from Tangler. The fishermen surveyed 18
predetermined stratified random stations and
caught 13 species of fish. From the cod caught,
there were 195 otoliths collected and 19
stomach; to be further processed by the FSRS
technicians. The FSRS mantains this
monitoring program to ensure the collection of
scientific groundfish data from the inshore
because the DFO research vessel 1s unable to
survey these locations.

As the fall season winds down and winter
approaches, we are still working hard here n
the FSRS science office to ensure all of the data
collected over the past season processed and
the relevant data distributed back to our
fishermen participants.

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LOBSTER FISHER SURVEY:
WHERE DO YOUNG LOBSTERS LIVE?

We've always assumed young lobsters live only on cobble bottom
where they’re protected from predators. However, cobble bottom 1s
rare across the lobster’s geographic range whereas mud or sand 1s
more common.

In Fall 2012, to test whether young lobsters can be found outside
cobble habitat, I placed collectors (cobble-filled cages) on mud
bottom m Maces Bay, NB. When we retrieved the collectors 4
months later there were young lobsters mside, including lobsters too
small to have wandered onto mud bottom from cobble areas (over
800 metres away).

This was exciting as it suggested that juvenile lobsters were living on mud bottom in Maces Bay!

Could 1t be that growing lobster populations and large
numbers of young settlers are overcrowding cobble
habitats, forcing young lobsters to settle mto other
habitats?

Or, could the dechine in numbers of lobster predators
now allow small young lobsters to survive without the
protection of cobble shelters?

If so, could other habitats besides cobble become as
important in supporting young lobsters until they mature
and enter the fishery?

To explore what habitats young lobsters are using, and how this may have changed in recent years, 1
am looking for lobster fishers to fill in a short survey. The survey asks fishers where they believe small
young lobsters are living (total length under 4 inches or 10 cm) and whether this 1s different from where
young lobsters were seen in the past. The survey will be circulated in the next few months and will be
available at the annual FSRS conference in February. It 1s important to identify all the habitats that
young lobsters use and indeed it will be critical to hear what the professionals have to say.
